Here you can involve in the unique cultural life of Black H’mong and 
Red Dao minorities, the two largest ethnic groups in the area living 
happily together while still maintaining their own customs. 

The two groups, who are both well-known for handicraft, are
recognized by their costumes. You will take a walk around the village 
and visit one of their local houses, then have a transfer back to Sapa.

Approx: Grade 1 of 5/ 1 hour driving/ 1.5 hours walking.

On the way you will learn more about 
the different process from when the rice 
seedling is transplanted until it is served 
as steam rice on the dinner table.

You will have opportunity to experience 
the daily life of Black H’mong and Giay 
minorities.

Ta Phin is a unique village where two 
ethnic groups, Black H’mong and Red 
Dao community, live their own way with 
no cultural mixture. 

You will experience how different their 
culture is compared with Kinh people’s 
lifestyles when visiting local houses.

This is the only place in Sapa where you 
can meet Giay minority. Be aware that 
the trail can be muddy and slippery in 
rainy period. You are often followed by 
the children trying to sell souvenirs.

Red Dao women will try to sell handicraft 
at the village so this tour would not be 
recommended if you prefer “off the bitten 
track” tours. Good road conditions.

The trip commences from Sapa with a 15-minute drive to the trekking 
point. There you start your descending walk on a dirt path through rice 
terraces to a suspension bridge which connects two paths of the Black 
H’mong village of Y Linh Ho.

You then continue your trek up and down hill on a river-side mountain 
path, heading to Cat Cat village.

The Geneva Conference on July 21, 1954, recognized the 17th parallel as a “provisional 
military demarcation line” temporarily dividing the country into two states, Communist 
North Viet Nam and “Free” South Viet Nam. The tour to DMZ will bring you the historical 
introduction about the war between Viet Nam and the US in the years from 1954 to 1975. 
Besides, you will explore the charming of the nature with forest, mountain ranges and river.

Around 7:30 am, our tour guide and car pick up at your hotels in Hue city, 
our car will take you to Quang Tri province where we will visit:

• Dong Ha Town used to be a strategically important location of U.S. Marine 
Combat Base, as an outpost to provide surveillance of troop movements 
across the Demilitarized Zone (DMZ). 
• Ho Chi Minh trail: was a logistical system that ran from the North Vietnam 
to the South Vietnam crossing through the neighboring kingdoms of Laos 
and Cambodia. Dakrong bridge: crossing the Dakrong river.  Rock pile: a 
base for American long – range artillery nearby. 
• Khe Sanh combat base: is a valley surrounded entirely by rolling mountains 
and forest, was one of the most controversial battles – of the American War. 
We’ll have lunch at a local restaurant. After fulfilling our belly, we’ll continue 
to visit:
• Doc Mieu base - one part of an elaborate electronic system (McNamara’s 
wall) intended to prevent infiltration across the DMZ. 
• Hien Luong bridge is known as the “Peace Bridge”, a beam bridge built 
from steel by the French in 1950. 
• Ben Hai river: an important landmark in the partition of the country into a 
northern and a southern zone along the 17th parallel by the Geneva Accords 
of 1954. 
• Cua Tung beach: the river flows from west to east just south of the 17th 
parallel and close to the northern border of Quang Tri Province. 
• Vinh Moc tunnels: The complex of tunnel, located deep in the Vietnamese 
Demilitarized Zone, including wells, kitchens, rooms for each family and 
spaces for healthcare. Back to Hue in late afternoon. End the tour.
